· The first evening session takes place from 7pm to 9pm on Thursday evening.
· As well as listening to and discussing the teachings during the time we spend together, we will also have fun enjoying nice food, meditation, amazing walks on the beach and sitting by log fires, and everyone takes their turn to help in the kitchen.
· The retreat finishes after lunch at 2.30 – 3 ish pm on Sunday.

TRAVEL:  Rose Cottage  8 Creake Road Sculthorpe, Fakenham Norfolk NR21 9NF  tel +44  1328 258438
Creake Road is situated off the A 148 about 20 miles from Kings Lynne.  Rose Cottage, no 8 is quite close to the A 148 and can be recognized by the white farm gate and gravel drive. When driving from London  (travel time varies depending on the time of day you travel and the  traffic -  it can take around 3 hours or 4 if you get caught in the rush hour).  people usually take the M11, A 11/14 and then the A 1065 via Swafham. The A148 comes off the A1065 at the Fakenham roundabout.
· Most people drive here and it may be possible for people to share lifts – let us know if you are looking for a lift and we can put you in touch with others who are driving
· Otherwise , the nearest train station is Kings Lynn direct from Kings Cross  – if  you would like to be collected from the station (which is about 20 miles away) please let us know - you will need to book a train which arrives at around 2.30 ish on Thursday afternoon
